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Research Summary
The children's choir songs, by " Gamal Abdel Rahim" ., an Analytical Study

The music of the last half of the nineteenth century was separate from the reality of
public life, and it was overwhelmed with its romance, fleeing from the material reality
of life to the redlity of its imagination and the inspiration of myths and ancient popular
biographies, which generated a feeling of dissatisfaction and anxiety trying to destroy

romance and depart from it.

And with the beginning of the twentieth century, many developments and changes
appeared in various fields and arts and in various countries.

Nationalism is the mgor force in the modern era and the primary engine of historical
events, and the search for identity behind the emergence of national music schools in
Europe in the late nineteenth century. Asfor the national music schools, they represent a
major transformation in the path of Western music art. By the end of the nineteenth
century, national music had become a clear redlity. In the twentieth century, nationalism
emerged as a transitional stage in a number of contemporary authors, and as a major
trend that its companions adhered to and devel oped.

As for the Egyptian national authors, they are many. For example, we mention:
(Youssef Greece, Hassan Rashid, Abu Bakr Khairat, Rifaat Garana and Gamal Abdel

Rahim).

The child is considered one of the most important members of society, and Gamal
Abdel Rahim has prepared many songs for him, as he is considered the real seed that
grows and affects the community later. In our society, the Egyptian child has remained
closely related to European music, which has lost him alot from his eastern identity for
along time.

The thought of achieving a complete balance between the goals and means of
Western studies came between linking the Egyptian child to his roots, environment and
heritage by the Egyptian administration of the Conservatory Institute, and they held a
deep cultura event indicating a new trend towards creating a new lyrical music art that
emphasizes and inspires Egyptian roots and influences, which is singing a rich music
texture The line crosses the solo curve, relying on two melodic lines or several melodic
lines that overlap together with artistic methods .

The research problem was that: through the researcher's teaching of music analysis,
composition and distribution, | found that there are Egyptian works formulated
polyphonic in ways and methods that combined between East and West, which makes

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teaching through them easier in taste and imagination and thus in the analysis and
composition of music of the twentieth century. This made the researcher think about
eating children's songs that "Gamal Abdel Rahim" formulated for the children's choir in
a simple way that combines East and West, and the impact of these musical works on
the Egyptian child.

This research aims to: Identify the methods of composing Egyptian contemporary
music at "Gamal Abde Rahim", and identify the characteristics of his style in

formulating children's choral songs.

The importance of the research lies in: studying his life and getting acquainted with
his method in formulating his melodies for children's choir songs, studying
contemporary Egyptian music harmonics in general, and benefiting from analyzing the
research sample (children's choir songs for "Gamal Abdel Rahim™) in reaching his style
in the Harmonic formulation.

The researcher analyzes children's choral songs constructively:-
*First: The song "My Sleeping Hour" (composed by "Ahmed Khairat" for two voices
with a piano accompaniment) -

-Formula: Triple A <<<< B <<<< A2

-Introduction: From M (1: 6), which is an extended phrase.
-Section (A): From M (7:11) isalengthy phrase .

-Section B: From M (20:20) is alengthy sentence .

- Section (A2) of M (21:28): aregular sentence, with the mouth covered by hand to give
the feeling of yawning without sound, with the use of the elongation mark (Crona) for
feeling closed and feeling sleep.

*Second: The song "The Fox" (which is a popular song for three voices without
accompaniment)- :

-Formula: Triple A <<<< B <<<< A2

-Section A of M (1:17): It begins with the three voices that sway the basic idea together.

-Use the stretch mark (Crona) to end section (A).

-Section (B) of M (18: 35): It is presented in a complex way over each other.

-Section A2 of M (36: 59): It isarepetition of Section A .

- Use linear polyphony, taken from a simple tune of a popular children's song, from
which he made a mini artwork of three sounds, containing rhythmic and polyphonic
thrill. 1t shows his creation for the music of future generations, and indicates his
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commitment to childhood, which he considers the best stage to build awareness and a
sense of new musical values and to enrich children's lives and prepare them for musical
and human experiences and experiences.

The search results came to answer the two research questions:-

-Thefirst question:

--What are the styles of composing Egyptian contemporary music at "Gamal Abdel
Rahim¢"

His style is based on the established melodies with their distinctive dimensions in
our music, the intertwined melodies, and its Harmonic language is based on the
contemporary style and distinctive eastern and its rhythms deal with traditiona single

monuments and changing scales, with the use of western percussion instruments
modern like marimba, and innovative orchestral coloring.

-The Second question:
--What are the characteristics of the style of "Gama Abdul Rahim" singing the

children's choral songs®
He choreographed all of them for the choir with polyphonic materials, drawn from

the same melodies, and in elaborate form.
First: The song "My Sleeping Hour" (composed by "Ahmed Khairat" for two voices

with a piano accompaniment)- :
-Use the bow and the arch.

-Use the change of clefs.

-Use the mouth covering by hand to give the feeling of yawn without sound.

-Use the elongation mark (Crona) for the closed feeling.
Second: The song "The Fox" (which is a popular song for three voices without

accompaniment)- :

-Use the full scale 4/4 and the 5/4 scale of the Arab GIMP.

-Use simple jumps up and down.

-Use the stretch mark (Crona).

-Use expressive performance (Piano - Mizzo Piano - Mizzo Forte - Forte)
-Use the Accelerando with the Crescendo.

-Use expressive performance (Decrescendo), (Pianessimo).

-Use the time bracket to extend the time.
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
