To enhance the learning behaviors of violin learners

Social media has had a significant impact on the music industry and education.
Musicians and professionals use social media platforms to promote their work and engage
with their audience. In the field of music education, social media has provided
opportunities for personalized learning and collaboration. However, it has also presented
challenges, such as distractions and potential negative effects on students' confidence and
performance skills.

To address these challenges, music teachers should utilize social media in a beneficial
and productive manner. Students can benefit from interacting with other musicians,
sharing their progress, and building confidence as artists. Teachers should evaluate
students' current social media usage and develop strategies to integrate it into violin
education, aiming to enhance learning and help students overcome challenges associated
with social media.

A study conducted at Damietta University focused on the impact of social media on violin
students. It revealed that some students struggle with maintaining focus and motivation
due to social media distractions. Additionally, social media usage can impact students'
confidence and performance skills, potentially increasing introversion and anxiety.
However, the study presented an innovative approach that used social media platforms to
motivate students, resulting in increased dedication to practice and reduced performance
anxiety.

The research followed an experimental methodology, comparing a control group with an
experimental group. The results indicated that using social media to enhance learning
behaviors led to increased perseverance in practicing technical exercises outside of the
college setting and significantly reduced performance anxiety. Some students even took
the initiative to perform in front of others.

The study concludes by offering recommendations and referring to relevant Arabic and
foreign references.
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
