he released his first album in Germany in the year 2019 AD entitled Nostalgia in blue
The author was given the same name as the album because he wrote this work while he
was in Germany, as he was longing for his homeland and missing the blue color of the
purity of the seas of Egypt. He said that if nostalgia had a color, it would be the color
blue. Ahmed Mounib relied on his works to be a small, told story. In a purely expressive
musical form without singing, the concerto developed and Ahmed Mounib deleted one of
the parts from the second and third movements and joined the three movements together
in a style similar to fantasy. He called it a musical composition and it became a true
example of expressing the extent of his longing for his homeland and the extent to which
he was able to employ the capabilities of the violin instrument to convey the meaning.
